He is best known in Canada as the author of four books of poetry. Boxing the Compass (2009) won the Governor General's Literary Award for Poetry in 2010. His most recent collection, Dante's House (2013) contains an extended work in terza rima which combines a reflection on the history and present state of Italy with an examination of his own memories of a mother's breakdown. He is also the author of five biographical or editorial works, among them the celebrated Graham Greene: A Life in Letters (2007)
